Summary Data of the First Measured Panel (Panel 2)
in the Arkansas Annual Forest Inventory
September 23, 2003

Below are summary statistics for the first measured panel (panel 2) in the Arkansas annual forest inventory system. Approximately 700 timberland plots were measured in this first panel. Because of the limited number of plots and some changes in methodology from the previous inventory, users are cautioned against making rigorous comparisons between the new inventory and older inventories. Data for panel 2 are available in the Forest Inventory and Analysis Data Base (FIADB), but should be used cautiously for the reasons above.  Customized searches are available in Forest Inventory Mapmaker (FIM) Database Retrieval System. 
A measure of statistical reliability of the new inventory is provided by the standard error of the mean. Sampling errors were used to report confidence intervals for the point estimates (sampling error = standard error of the mean divided by the mean times 100.0).  The sampling errors shown are based on one standard deviation; to derive a confidence interval at 0.95, simply multiply the sampling error by 1.96.
